Type-2 fuzzy
logic, interval type-2 fuzzy sets, their
defuzzification process with the help of direct and
type reducing methods. He also discussed the
framework and the architecture of intervalvalued
type-2 fuzzy logic system and he also discussed
the concept of generalized type-2 fuzzy sets.

Prof. R.K. Verma from Chili presented an
overview on decision making theory,
computational intelligence techniques and
information measures in decision making. Dr.

accepted for financial support and a grant of Rs.
